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THE URAL MINERALOGICAL MUSEUM
OF V.A.PELEPENKD

The collection of V. A. Pelepenko houses unique
minerals. It contains some 17000 samples of
stones from deposits of Russia, and also from some
American, European, African, Asiatic countries. The
quality of minerals is admirable and they are well-
preserved

The museum exhibits over 2000 samples of
minerals and stone-cutting goods. The collection
has great scientific and art value, being a unique
collection of stones in Yekaterinburg and one of
the best collections in Russia. There are only a few
such collections in the world. A whole series of
exhibitions were organized on the basis of V. A. Pe-
lepenko collection all over Russia, and they were
highly estimated by visitors and experts. In 1988
at the international fair in Munich V. A. Pelepenko
collection was declared the best. The museum also
took part in some other exhibitions in Germany,
Austria, USA, Great Britain and Greece.
